Interim ADR 79/02 certification for vehicles fitted with diesel engines.
This instruction has been written to explain interim certification procedures for ADR 79/02.
ADR 79/01 is applicable for Petrol, Natural Gas, Liquid Petroleum Gas and Diesel engined vehicles. Clause 2.5 states that vehicles which comply with ADR 79/02 need not comply with ADR 79/01. However, 79/02 is only applicable to Petrol, Natural Gas and Liquid Petroleum Gas engined vehicles.
An amendment to ADR 79/02 will be released in the near future that will include the provision of certification for diesel engined vehicles to ADR 79/02. The requirements for diesel engines for 79/01 and 79/02 will be identical. Until this amendment is made, VSS cannot issue approvals for diesel engines to 79/02.
The Road Vehicle Certification System (RVCS) is not capable of differentiating between types of engines of similar vehicles. This means that RVCS will expect to detect valid ADR 79/02 evidence for all (new model) vehicles of all engine types as of 1 July 2008.  
In the interim (until ADR 79/02 is amended and registered), manufacturers wishing to submit diesel engine evidence to ADR 79/02 can submit a Revision 2.1 SE 79/02 form referencing SE 79/01 evidence. They simply should choose the fourth option in the Form Use section and enter the SE 79/01 Document Reference. The ADR 79/01 evidence will need to have been submitted previously or at the same time as this ADR 79/02 evidence.
A Revision 2.1 SE 79/02 form has been released. Amongst other changes, this form has had an extra field added to allow for ADR 79/01 evidence to be referenced as above.
After the amendment of ADR 79/02 takes place, VSS staff will be transferring existing ADR 79/01 approvals for diesel engined vehicles to ADR 79/02 approvals. Manufacturers need to take no action for these types of vehicle approvals.
After the amendment to ADR 79/02 has been registered, manufacturers need only complete the SE 79/02 form. Manufacturers can import data from an already completed and saved SE 79/01 form into a SE 79/02 form by opening the SE 79/02 template and selecting File > Import, and then selecting their ADR 79/01 evidence data file.
After 1 July 2008, no new ADR 79/01 evidence will be accepted.
